As long as you paid income tax, using envelopes
can be beneficial.  Depending on the amount of
income tax you paid and the amount you have
contributed to charities, you may be eligible for up to
40% combined Federal and Provincial tax credit of
the amount you gave to charities.  Further
information can be found at Canada Revenue
Agency, www.cra-arc.gc.c.
