Thomas Collins, Archbishop of Toronto, spoke
about “A Life of Honour” during his latest edition of
Lectio Divina (https://www.archtoronto.org/lectioat)
at St. Michael’s Cathedral Basilica.

Lectio Divina is a 2,000 year old spiritual tradition
where Christians prayerfully and attentively read
Scripture in the hopes of getting closer to God. It is
different than Bible study, where one interprets and
analyzes Scripture. Rather Lectio Divina is about
letting the Word of God into our hearts as much as
into our heads.
