In recent days, the country has been

reporting more than 400,000 of new cases and

4,000 deaths every 24 hours. International

observers expect that the actual numbers are

significantly higher. The medical system, funeral

services and other social supports are unable to

meet the country’s needs at this time.  

In response to numerous inquiries from parishioners

and clergy, we are providing information for those

who may wish to contribute to relief efforts to assist

the people of India.

But
since it comes at a time when the commemoration
of Jesus’ passion and death overshadows
everything else, the Church has given us this feast
to bring out the joyous aspect of Holy Thursday, the
gift of the Body and Blood of Jesus in the Eucharist.
