OFFERTORY ENVELOPES FOR 2023

Offertory envelopes for 2023
are now available for pickup in
the church foyer.  If you used
envelopes this year there will

be a box set for you with the same number.  If you
need assistance finding your box set of envelopes
please see staff at the counter.  Please make sure
you pick up only the box with your name on it.

Please continue to use your 2022 envelopes until
the end of the year and then destroy any envelopes
you may have from previous years.  Since
donations are posted by envelope number, this will
ensure that you receive the proper credit from your
current envelope number for your income tax
receipt.

Using envelopes allows us to know that you are a
practicing member of St. John the Evangelist
Parish.  It is important that we have a way of
knowing you when you request baptism, marriage
or letters of reference.

As long as you paid income tax, using envelopes
can be beneficial.  Depending on the amount of
income tax you paid and the amount you have
contributed to charities, you may be eligible for up
to 40% combined Federal and Provincial tax credit
of the amount you gave to charities.  Further

If you would like to begin using
envelopes, please see staff at the counter in the
church foyer.  Please write the name to be used for
your tax receipt and full address on the first few
envelopes that you use.

until January 1, 2023.  If we receive
any 2023 envelopes in 2022, the
money will be deposited and,
therefore, it will be credited to your

2022 tax donation year, not your 2023 tax donation
year.
